THE ANOINTED
ONE

Jesus prepared for his public ministry
by being baptised and then tempted by
the devil. After this he went back to
Galilee and spent some time introdu-
cing himself to the people. He went to
his home—town, Nazareth, and on the
Sabbath he attended the synagogue and
preached. He read a passage from Isa-
iah the prophet recording God’s promi-
se to redeem the Jewish people by the
work of the Messiah. For centuries they
had waited for this promised Messiah.
After reading the passage, Jesus decla-
red, ‘I am that promised Messiah!”.

Most people nowadays do not get too
excited when they hear this. “Messiah”
is not a word that is used very often.
For the vast majority, the word is not
understood. Instead we use a word
which is a translation. The word is
“Christ”. Both “Messiah” and “Christ”
mean Anointed. We should not really
speak of Jesus Christ so much as “Jesus,
the Christ”. “Christ is not a proper na-
me but a descriptive name — Jesus is
the Anointed.

What does that mean? It means that
God the Father sent his Holy Spirit to
anoint his Son in the flesh to exercise
certain roles. The first three we can list
are Jesus was anointed to be a Priest,
Prophet and King. As Luke’s Gospel

advances we will see how Jesus exerci-

sed these roles. (...)

Today’s Gospel is a wonderful intro-
duction to prepare us for other gospel
readings during this year.
